1. The Annual Valve Turning and Flushing program has resumed. Exercising the District's
mainline valves annually prevents corrosion build up and minimizes the chance of a valve to
lock up. This program also ensures that water quality standards are maintained. The goal for
2021 is to exercise all 2,240 of the Districts valves.

2. Springtime means weeds are blossoming at the
Districts well sites and pump stations. Field staff
have been busy with the annual weed abatement at
these facilities.

3. Field staff continues to replace leaking service lines
promptly, minimizing loss water. After business hours
leaks have been frequent and responded to swiftly
by field staff to minimize loss water. These savings
keep operating cost to a minimum which help
stabilize/reduce water rates.

4. Field staff scheduled a 4” blowoff valve for
replacement this past month. This valve was
determined to be inoperable during the Districts
annual valve turning program. This replacement
required staff to consider several factors to complete e
the job; customer interruptions, pressure losses (and b N
how to minimize impact), the office staff notifying A
customers of the planned disruption of service, underground utlllty notlflcatlons (USA s),

Urban Water Management Plan

The official Guidelines are out for the Urban Water Management Plan (UWMP). The submission date for
the UWMP will be July 1, 2021. This results in MKN staff having plenty of time to review the work and
for QHWD to hold the public hearing prior to submitting the final UWMP for QHWD. MKN and QHWD
staff are still anticipating a draft that will be circulated mid to late April.

American Water Infrastructure Act (AWIA)

Brent and | met with the principal and project manager from the firm that is performing the Risk and
Resilience portion of the plan and received our draft plan minus the IT portions of the plan. Per the
threats that have been seen in the region over the past few years this is the area | am most concerned
about. We have been talking about power outages, fires and earthquakes for decades. But, cyber
security is constantly evolving and changing and is “new” all the time. One April 22" an expert from
their firm will be in person on site assessing security and existing cyber protocols to ensure we are doing
the best that we can at this time. We expect their will be some holes and suggested best management
practices that will be discussed internally and during closed session at a subsequent BOD meeting. We
are currently on schedule to finish this project prior to June 30" 2021.

Arsenic Media Replacement

Due to some State regulations the project was postponed last month and we waiting to be rescheduled
by the manufacture (More will be discussed at the meeting). Staff is using this window of time between
now and when the media will be replaced to test different methods and theories with slight
modifications to the chemical treatment process to maximize the life of the media.

Allocations

A great question was recently asked by Director Carter “how will the lowered allocation affect QHWD

finances?” To answer this question briefly, they will not affect our finances at all let me explain why.

First, no drought conditions have been declared by the State yet. Second, AVEK's staff has already
commented and ensured its customers of the following: AVEK's water bank on the Westside of the AV
has sufficient supplies to fulfill all orders for this year and several more years. Thirdly, QHWD water
stored in the AVEK bank is also sufficient to assist QHWD for a few more years.

Now if the State does declare a drought or state of emergency, QHWD has already prepared another
arsenal of tools to ensure our reliability. QHWD has several documents that were recently used (2017-
2018) water shortage contingency plans associated with the Urban Water Management Plans and our
Drought Contingency Plan. Both have triggers that will automatically move the District into different
stages of Drought Contingency that control the Districts actions both with water and finances. First off
the water, different stages dictate changes to outdoor allotments and when water can be used outside.
Secondly the financial piece of each plan is the drought surcharges that help to maintain revenue
consistency throughout abnormally low water years.



The State Water Project has changed their initial table A allocations from 10% to 5% allocation released
on March 23" . | have included the bulletin below this report which details exact amounts for each of
the contractors. Now we need to keep our fingers crossed that the snow we received last month is
sufficient to up this percentage. The 2020 table A allocation finished out the year for 2020 at a

staggering 20%.

As shown in figure 4 below, State Water Project reservoirs are still tracking a lower than normal for this
time of the year. The demand for March 2021 was slightly higher than the previous year and significantly
lower than the 2013 baseline detailed in the table below. The demand was 3.0 mgd for March and 2.3

mgd for February.
